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PORTRAITS
e Senior (biography) photographs:

All senior portraits shall be of the student only with a traditional indoor or outdoor
background. Clothing, gestures, or props which are deemed inappropriate in school
(including but not limited to display of props that are prohibited from school property,
such as firearms, other weapons, drugs, tobacco or alcohol) are not appropriate for
publication in the yearbook. Clothing shall be modest and free of slogans and/or political
expressions and such clothing shall be in conformance with the school district's dress
code.

e Senior photographs:

Photographs of seniors engaged in non-school district sponsored sporting events (only
Olympic or NHIAA sanctioned events qualify) may be submitted for inclusion on the
community sports page.

e Underclass and staff photographs:

Underclass and staff photographs will be taken and submitted only by the school's
contracted photographer to ensure the highest quality of reproduction.

ADVERTISEMENTS

The Conant High School yearbook and other yearbooks are not a public forum. Accordingly, any
advertisements must be free of political expression and reflect the common values of the Jaffrey-
Rindge Cooperative School District. Advertisements shall not promote the use of tobacco,
alcohol, drugs or the use of other items prohibited from use on school grounds.

SENIOR MESSAGES

All senior messages shall be free of personal attacks, abusive language, racial epithets, vulgar
comments, sexual innuendo, and other speech that is consistent with the shared community
values of the Jaffrey-Rindge Cooperative School District.
